“A blessing is a reminder that God has not designed us to live by our own devices: we are bound
together with one another and with all of creation, and we are called to work for the well-being of
those whom we share this life with—and those who will follow. Offering a blessing is an act of
profound hope. In blessing one another, we recognize and ally ourselves with the presence of God
who is ever working to bring about the healing of the world.” -Jan Richardson

The act of blessing is an ancient practice that weaves through the history, stories, sacred texts, and
daily life of the people of God. Across the ages, blessings have taken a variety of forms, including
prayer, the spoken word, poetry, gesture, song, and visual art. Blessings are always a sign of the
presence of the God who works for the wholeness of creation and calls us to participate in that
work.

During this event, we will explore this ancient practice that we are called to offer in our own time.
Drawing inspiration from such rich sources as the scriptures, medieval mystics, Celtic Christian
traditions of blessing, and our own stories, we will reflect on where blessings have been present in
our own lives and histories, and how God might be inviting us to offer blessings that contribute to
the healing of the world, in ways that only we can offer. As we reclaim the art of blessing, our tools
for the day will include writing, artwork, times for personal reflection, conversation, and worship.
