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Dr. Richard Gaillardetz (guy-YAHR-deez) is a professor of Catholic Systematic Theology at Boston College. He received both an M.A. and Ph.D. from the University of Notre Dame in Systematic Theology.
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He has published numerous articles and authored seven books. He was a Catholic delegate on the U.S. Catholic-Methodist Dialogue, 2000-2005. He served on the Board of Directors of the Catholic Theological Society of America from 2006 to 2008. In June of 2011 he was elected vice-President of the Society.
